_ Public Sector $55 PUBLIC SECTOR membership is for paralegals practicing under the supervision of an attorney and who are
employed by an agency, clinic, or office that provides services primarily in the public interest or to low-income
and/or indigent clients. Public Sector members are voting members of OPA.

_ Associate $45 ASSOCIATE membership is for those not currently practicing as paralegals but who have been in the past, are
graduates of a paralegal training program, or are interested in becoming a paralegal and do not qualify for
regular or public sector membership. Associate members are non-voting members.

_ Student $40 STUDENT membership is for members enrolled in a paralegal program and considered full-time or part-time
students, as defined by the educational program in which they are enrolled. Student members are non-voting
members of OPA and are not eligible to hold elective office or chair a committee.

_ Sustaining $160 SUSTAINING membership is for any individual, law firm, organization, institution, or other entity interested in
supporting the purposes and goals of the paralegal profession and OPA. Sustaining members are non-voting
members of OPA and are not eligible to hold elective office.
